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Resonant Messaging

Our water supplies are like a bank account, from which we are
withdrawing more than we deposit. If our state doesn’t act
responsibly and take action now, future generations could see our
rivers run dry.

Diminishing groundwater supplies are a major problem throughout the
state of Arizona. Right now, we have no idea how much groundwater
Is actually being withdrawn across the state. We must develop plans
to manage our groundwater, so that we don't run out.

It Is essential to maintain secure water supplies for cities, farms and
ranches, businesses as well as wildlife habitat needs. If we don’t do
something to protect our natural river corridors, it will negatively
impact our State’s outdoor recreation and hunting.

Legislative Priorities

. State legislation to authorize ADWR to conclude a Lower Basin DCP agreement;

. Establishing an on-going system conservation program to conserve water in Lake
Mead;

. Creating a program whereby Arizona Tribes could decide to store part of their
Colorado River water in Lake Mead for later use;

. Developing an Arizona DCP Plus Plan whereby Arizona water users agree to
conserve water and other practices that allow the state to successfully implement
the DCP agreement;

. Improving and funding plans to recover water stored in the Arizona Water
Bank; and

. Requiring all non-exempt wells outside of Active Management Areas and Irrigation
non-Expansion Areas to measure and report on groundwater pumping.

« Criteria for projects, shortage risk reduction goals
« Stakeholder participation in governance

« Standards for certifying reduced consumptive use



GRIC System Conservation Agreement

$6 million from BOR, State of AZ, City of
Phoenix, and Walton Family Foundation

GRIC forbears delivery and consumptive
use of 40,000 AF of GRIC’s 2017 CAP
water entitlement

CAP supports implementation by Board
action to reduce 2017 water order

Precedent for additional Lower Basin
system conservation
